(e)	Workers Compensation and Employer’s Liability insurance in accordance with applicable law with waiver of subrogation; and
(f)	SGC shall be an additional insured on the general and automobile liability policies of insurance with thirty (30) day notice of cancellation or amendment and waiver of subrogation in favor of SGC.

Seneca Gaming Corporation and their parent, Subsidiaries, Directors, Officers, Agents, representatives and Employees are named as Additional Insures on the General Liability and Automobile Liability policies. Fees range from $750 to $2,500 depending upon the nature of the services. These requirements must be completed and, if applicable, the requisite SGA vendor license issued, prior to signature of the contract. Vendor licenses and fees must be renewed every two years. SGA may also, in an appropriate case, require the licensure of individual employees who perform certain services that are or may be closely associated with SGC’s casino operation. As SGA retains the discretion to make this type of determination on a case-by-case basis, SGC is unable at the RFP point in the bidding process to state definitively whether such licensure will be required in any particular case.
